	A few introductory questions:

Q:  Will Station ID’s change with the Nodal Market? 
A:  No
Q:  Do the ESIID to Station assignments have to be accurate for the Nodal Market?  
A:  Yes; the station assignment determines Load Zone to which they are assigned for settlement.

Judy’s Presentation on Market Guide

· Looking to group for input on Section 1.D  (Recipients)
· There was a lot of discussion about what kind of information we should include in the guide.

· Should definitions be based on the Extract Matrix or other sources such as training presentations?
· Goal of course, is to have consistent information

· Right now, there may be multiple definitions of some extracts from various sources.
· Purpose is not to replace the Matrix, but simply to give a higher level view of the information.

· There was discussion about how to group the extracts categorically

· Some suggested grouping by function such as shadow settlement, etc.

· Perhaps grouping by process such as Registration, Operational Input, Data Aggregation would be better

· Perhaps the purpose of the guide should be to provide a high level explanation of what extracts are, how they are used by different entities, and where to find them.  For details, the guide should refer to the matrix.
· Consensus is that individual extracts should not be mentioned in the guide.  We should simply refer to the matrix for details.
· Edited the outline based on conversations

Issues related to TML and API

Overall Project Update

The MID project is part of the TIBCO replacement of SeeBeyond.  MID replaces RMC, the legacy repository for reports on TML.  MID rolled out in November, 2005.  ERCOT is systematically turning on report drop-off points in MID and turning them off in RMC.  ERCOT has encountered some issues during this process.  All have been fixed. 

There was some concern over lack of communication of Report ID’s to MP’s prior to migration of reports from RMC to MID.  Therefore, people who had previously obtained reports via screen scraping were scrambling at the last minute trying to figure out the API.  Some participants are also frustrated with lack of communication about REST.

Zach asked where discussion of effects of these changes should take place.  Adam reiterated that there were no expected impacts on Market Participants.
Earl suggested that MPs should have access to test environments anytime we have changes that have any potential market impacts.

COPS Agenda Item:  Should MPs have access to test environment to test any changes with potential (even small) market impact?

Jackie pointed out that the Notices of Extract Posting Delay that came out during the same period were not related to the coding issue.
Jackie’ s presentation of Extract Posting Delays

All of the notices in March and the one on April 12 were related to the timing of batch.  There actually was no delay in the posting of extracts.  The data that the market participants were expecting to see in certain extracts simply was not available to be picked up by the extract process.

867 RCSO Report Status

Has been discontinued for CRs effective 4/2/2006.

TDSP ESIID Report Enhancement

This project is the First step to PRR 312.  New columns have been added to the report and the DDL was updated in March.  User guide is out.  We are now in stabilization.  The enhanced report is expected to go live in July.
Action Item:  High level update on TDSP ESIID Report Enhancement by Jackie in June Meeting
Bill’s Follow-up Presentation for the Ancillary Services Extract
ERCOT recommends removing the ANCILLARY_SVC_AGREEMENTS and ANCILLARY_SVC_DETAILS tables from the Ancillary Services Extract.  No pushback on ERCOT recommendation.  ERCOT will write a SIR to execute the change.

COPS Action Item:  Judy will take this item to COPS in the DEWG report at next meeting.

Jackie presented overview of SOA and EIS projects
At a high level, the SOA project replaces the ERCOT architecture that moves data between business systems.  ERCOT is using the TIBCO platform to build a Service Oriented Architecture (SOA) with MIR and MID.  See presentation for more details.
Zach asked what we are using as the backbone of MIR.  Jackie said it was Oracle.

EIS is the new data warehousing architecture designed to replace the legacy Data Archive / Data Warehouse architecture.  The Data Warehouse was retired in 2003.  The Data Archive will be retired at some point in the future.

See presentation for details.

Zach asked about the difference between RSS and ODS in our implantation.  RSS is simply a replication of the source system.  If data is updated in RSS, only the final state is kept.  ODS is the system where we capture the history of records.  As records are created or changed in RSS, those records are passed to ODS.  ODS keeps current records and keeps historical records with point-in-time selectivity.  So ODS allows us to see how a record or set of records looked at a particular point in time.
ERCOT is staggering the migration of the various extracts from Archive to EIS.  EMMS extracts will migrate first.  The new RID extract will be executed at the same time that EMMS extracts migrate.  Lodestar Extracts, with the exception of the ESIID extract will follow.  The ESIID extract will be last to migrate.

Q:  Will market participants be involved in testing of extracts as we migrate to EIS?  
A:  No.  The content and format of the extracts will not change as a result of the migration from Archive to EIS.  In some cases, the timing of the data flow will change.  
Q;  Will there be any market testing for any EIS components?  
A:  No.  Zach pointed out that ERCOT normally utilizes market testing in cases when there is a known impact of the change upon the market.  Testing all changes to ERCOT’s internal systems with market participants will add a great deal of time to project.  Any discussion of further market testing in ERCOT projects is probably beyond the scope of DEWG and beyond what the ERCOT participants in this group can affect.
There will be a presentation at COPS that will provide approximate cutover dates.

SCR 740 is scheduled for stabilization in November, 2006.  WSDLs and XSDs should be available sometime this summer.

Q: What is a conformed data warehouse?  
A:  Protocol 17 requires a data warehouse be available to the PUCT.  The Conformed Data warehouse allows user to execute queries over certain ranges of information expediently.

We considered changing meeting day from the traditional Thursday to Tuesday a week before COPS.

New Business

(Jackie)  Market Metrics looked at download statistics for reports.  When a report is used by only a small portion of market participants, we have to ask if there is a better way to deliver this extract.  Perhaps the extract should be set up as an ad-hoc report so that the participants who need it can schedule it on an ad-hoc basis.  ERCOT would not create it for everyone and save on process time and storage space.
Action Item:  ERCOT will bring back usage stats for all extracts in May or June.
