	ERCOT Staffing Impacts (across all areas)
	No incremental impact beyond the one additional FTE in ERCOT Compliance already requested for PRR661, SCE Performance Enforcement Criteria.  The additional FTE described in the PRR661 Impact Analysis could also perform PRR664 and PRR665 work requirements.  

	ERCOT Computer System Impacts
	ERCOT will require a contract programmer to develop macros to automate the extraction and analysis of plant information data for use in performance monitoring criteria for Responsive Reserve Service as proposed in Section 6.5.4, Responsive Reserve Service, and Section 6.10.5.4, Responsive Reserve Service Deployment Performance Monitoring Criteria.  
ERCOT's recommended implementation plan for proposed Section 6.10.4.4, Schedule Control Error, as described in ERCOT comments, will not require system changes and will, therefore, not result in a system impact.

	The ERCOT Compliance Department can manually perform the Responsive Reserve Service Deployment Performance Monitoring Criteria required in proposed revised Section 6.10.5.4 on an interim basis until the automated macros for data extraction and criteria analysis are implemented. 


	Feasibility of Implementation

	Impact on Resource Availability: One additional FTE (previously documented in the Impact Analysis as needed to perform the requirements of PRR661) will be needed initially for manual calculation of QSE Responsive Reserve Service performance under the criteria proposed in PRR665.
Impact to Other Projects: PRR665 compliance criteria will be implemented in conjunction with the compliance revisions proposed in 664PRR (if approved).
