	Proposed Protocol Language Revision


9.7.7
ERCOT Nodal Implementation Surcharge

ERCOT shall calculate the nodal implementation surcharge (“NIS”) by multiplying total net metered generation by a nodal surcharge factor.  The nodal surcharge factor will not change during a Settlement Interval.  The NIS will appear as a separate Market Service on the Settlement Statement. ERCOT shall charge the NIS on a daily basis to QSEs representing Generation Resources, broken down by the appropriate quantity per Settlement Interval. QSE total net metered generation will be the total of the net metered generation aggregated to the QSE level.  ERCOT will charge the NIS until it has recovered the full cost of implementing the nodal market redesign, at which time the NIS will end.  The NIS is not a neutral fee, as it is the amount ERCOT collects to fund implementation of the nodal market redesign.
