4.4.1.2
Capacity Trade Validation
(1)
A validated Capacity Trade is a Capacity Trade that ERCOT has determined meets the criteria listed in Section 4.4.1.1, Capacity Trade Criteria.

(2)
When a Capacity Trade is reported to ERCOT, ERCOT shall notify both the buying and selling QSEs by using the Messaging System, if available, and on the MIS Certified Area. 

(3)
ERCOT shall continuously validate Capacity Trades and continuously display on the MIS Certified Area information that allows any QSE named in a Capacity Trade to view confirmed and unconfirmed Capacity Trades. 
(4)
The QSE that reports the Capacity Trade to ERCOT is deemed to have confirmed the Capacity Trade unless it affirmatively rejects it.  The QSE that reports a Capacity Trade may reject, edit, or delete a Trade that has not been confirmed by its counterparty. After both the buyer and seller have confirmed a Capacity Trade, either party may reject it at any time, but the rejection is only effective for any ERCOT settlement process for which the deadline for reporting Capacity Trades has not already passed.
