6.6.8.1
Black Start Capacity Payment

ERCOT shall pay an hourly standby fee to QSEs representing Black Start Resources.  This standby fee is determined through a competitive annual bidding process, with an adjustment for reliability based on a 6-month rolling availability equal to 85% in accordance with the Black Start Agreement in Section 22, ERCOT Protocols Agreements.
