· Per Susan Munson, Shannon Bowling asked if after Texas SET 3.0 implementation, there should be an initial Customer Billing Contact Information file sent into ERCOT from CRs.  After discussion, it was agreed that it would be a good idea for CRs to send a production Customer Billing Contact Information file to ERCOT as an initial load file.  This is proposed to happen during the last two weeks of July, 2007.

5. 814_20 Retry Queue Update from ERCOT
· Retry queue will go into production in the February 2007 Retail Release as a SIR per Catherine Meiners.   

· 814_20 Rejects A76 (ESIID Not Found or Invalid) Issue identified by ERCOT
· 814_20 maintains that are failing for A76 (ESIID Invalid or Not Found) into a retry queue?  ERCOT’s research indicates that about 30 % of those maintains that get rejected are on ESIIDs that eventually get created.  (70% of them are on ESIIDs that never did get created in our system.)  Of the 30% that are real ESIIDs, 95% get created within a day or 2 of the reject, so a retry queue would prevent them from rejecting.
