	An alternative correction would be to delete the MajorHoliday column in the model spreadsheets and adjust other sections of the spreadsheets. However, the MajorHoliday variable serves an important purpose in the model spreadsheets and in MetrixND, and deleting the MajorHoliday variable would unduly complicate the coding.

For example, on the Transformations tab of one of the model spreadsheets, the binary indicator for whether the day is treated as a Monday is determined as follows:

=IF(MajorHol=0,VLOOKUP(Dt,Cal,4,FALSE),0)

If the MajorHol was not used in the coding, the syntax would then look like this:

=IF(AND(MemorialDay=0,July4thHol=0,LaborDay=0,ThanksGiving=0,FridayAfterThanks=0,ChristmasHoliday=0,NewYearsHoliday=0)=FALSE,VLOOKUP(Dt,Cal,4,FALSE),0)
Similar coding for Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, etc. would lead to extremely lengthy code.  Also, if a new holiday is added or one of the existing holidays is removed, code would have to be modified in many more places—increasing opportunities for errors.
