	Proposed Protocol Language Revision


9.5.5 
Resettlement of Emergency Interruptible Load Service
ERCOT shall issue a resettlement statement for the “EIL” contract period for any approved Emergency Interruptible Load Service (“EILS”) disputes no later than one-hundred-twenty (120) calendar days after  the date that the contract period was initially settled.  All disputes for an EILS contract period will be due sixty (60) calendar days after the date that the contract period was initially settled.
9.5.6
Disputes for Operational Decisions or Market Rules

Statement Recipients or Invoice Recipients may not dispute a Settlement Statement or Invoice due to an ERCOT operational decision or market rule, unless it is alleged that the decision violated these Protocols.  Inquiries or disputes concerning ERCOT operational decisions, Protocols, or Operating Guides must be handled through the Protocol change process set forth in Section 21, Process for Protocols Revision.
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
