Review section 4: Market Notification Process- Chuck Moore- There is a 21 day comment period. Per Dianna, there has to be an impact analysis done since this is a new submission. We need to submit these comments before the 21 days. 

a. Minor comments from Jack Adams: Two changes: Page: 7: Table one: fourth item. Email communications—Jack is questioning why there are (stars) *** there with no comments.  All agreed to take out the ** on that line item. Page 8: Replace FasTrak with MarkeTrak.  
Team walked through the document and made the following changes: 

· Notice Content: page 5:  moved number 1, changed outage to event in number 4 and 5. Added event to number 2 

· Moved the word “initial” over to line up with everything else. 
· Small changes were made to the numbers. All were spelled out and the time was changed to military time. This was made to make it consistent with the Nodal docs. Notices will continue to go out with regular time in the notices. 
· Creating the table on the codes, took the “examples” out of a table. Below where the samples are, changes we made to make it look nicer. Table 3- some of the numbers were spelled out. 
· Page 11. Discussion about the different phases. Jack went over the different notices and why the numbers skip around. On “end of event”, on table 5, un-capitalized the word “lists.”  Also added a row and another section to the table. Capitalized the word event.
· Table 6- The “appropriate committees” was lined up in the table at the bottom. This was changed it be inserted at the top. 
· Table 7: Explained why the title was changed to “outside of business hours.” This was done so we would not have to define what the “business hours” are.  In the second row, in “implementation section” we added IT and business. Added the word “add”. Added the words outside of. Changed hour to hours. Made it plural. Page 14. 
· Detailed conversation on table 7: Jack went over how and when the notices go out. 

· Discussion was also held around what the difference between lessons learned and mitigation action? The group decided to add lessons learned to table 5. 
· Email distribution lists. The question was asked who would be in charge of updating the main list as new distribution lists are added.  All agreed to have the lists in the guide since they really do not change to often.

· Page 1 Revision Descriptions: added “for the zonal market”. Changed “within” to “ for the”

· Private and Public are the kinds of reports. 

· Page 1: Reason for Revision: changed to “to document the location, type, content, and frequency of ERCOT generated extracts and reports.” 
· Question was asked: How would this be updated for Nodal? The table would have to be updated if things change. Some may be expanded., 
· Page 2: Other comments: added: will be reviewed upon implementation of the”.

· Page 2: Market benefit: Impacted area: Added “improve visibility of available extracts and reports for users.”

· Page 2:  Market Cost, Impacted Area and Monetary, added the word “none.” 
· Page 2: Market Benefit: Monetary Impact added “time savings in finding all available extracts and reports.”

· Page 3: Change ERCOT to:” public MIS. 

· Page 3: section 11: Extracts and Reports: First paragraph: Took off capitalization of the words market, energy, retail, prices, wholesale, metering and settlements. Took out “for viewing”. Moved the sentence of” The data to go up after the link.  Took out “of contents”. By the word Market Participant added (MPs). Paragraph is complete. 
· Page 3: Table Description/Definition: line 7 moved the word specifically. 

** Side conversation: There were some questions around where the definitions would be in the doc and in the link provided in the first paragraph. All agreed that in the table, there would not be any changes because this was a cut and paste form the DEWG doc.

· Number 1: Added TML beside Texas Market Link. Changed the word market participant to MP. Changed digital certificate to upper case.

· Number 2: Removed public report and changed to TML.

*** Side conversation: At the very last sentence, things were not clear to some of the group on the initial extract. Moved the last sentence and moved it to the initial part at the end. 
**Side conversation: Under 11.2: the document seems to be out of order. Delivery method and point need to be changed. Change point to method. For reference, went to DEWG site. In the DEWG extracts matrix there was a definition of Delivery point. Moved over the definition of delivery point to reference for this doc. Under delivery point changed it to points
· Changed “method” to delivery point

· Changed the word method through out the 11.1 to make it consistent. 
· Under ERCOT.com, changed the word method to point. 

Discussion: There is noting in the guide that tells how to get reports or how to schedule an extract. Group decided to put this together and add to the guide. There was some concern that this document is getting to big and it is going to be confusing. The question was asked:  What information do we want to have in the guide? Do we want information in there that tells readers how to use the reports or just what they are and where to get them? Per Jackie Ashbaugh there will be a guide that comes out telling MPs how to schedule an extract. Question was asked: Should we have a section that has what the purpose of this extract is?  Per Jackie, this is in the summary of the doc. The DEWG lists all of the extracts. This link is provided in this document.
