The report should evaluate all TX Residential MVIs requested on the previous business day and ask if a "matching" MVI already exists. A "match" should be defined as a MVI that was requested within the past 45 calendar days that has a matching Customer Name, Home Phone, Work Phone, Email Address, OR Social Security Number. In addition, if the previous MVI has already been cancelled, the "match" should be ignored. The MVIs could either be on the same GMEC Account or on different accounts.
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
