The most recent doc is the recommendation report. In document 004COPSMGRR04 060407 some changes were made in the last meeting.

· Page 13 of 13, under urgent requests. Section 3, and 4, made some clarifications.  Section 3:The new wording is: “The Urgent COPMGRR and IA (if available) shall be considered at the earliest regularly scheduled CCWG meeting, or at a special meeting called by the CCWG chair to consider the Urgent COPMGRR, if such a meeting can occur before the next regularly scheduled COPS meeting.  If CCWG recommends approval of the Urgent COPMGRR, ERCOT shall submit a CCWG Recommendation Report to the COPS within three Business Days after CCWG takes action
· Section 4 took out some wording- and added “urgent COPSMGR” to the end.
· Section 5: added Urgent in front of COPMGRR.

5. Generation Aggregation Section (from June 14 SDAWG meeting)-This document is not ready at this point to make into a COPMGRR. Some conversation around the nodal and how this document will affect that. CCWG will make this an action item to review the draft outline. The COPMG outline might go into section 6, since it is an input to the settlements process.  With the draft that we have now, what is the next step? SDAWG is not done with this yet. There are some comments that are going to have to be added to it. Page 5, there are the elements listed and need to be tweaked. SDAWG feels that they are done with the documents and now it has been passed on to CCWG for review. ERCOT is going to take this document and do some more clean up and then send over to CCWG for the August 27 Monday at 10:00 AM. This will be a face to face meeting at ERCOT, and will then dial into the COPS agenda planning call at 3:00.
