Centralized Dispatch

(1)
ERCOT shall centrally Dispatch Resources and Transmission Facilities under these Protocols, including deploying energy by establishing Base Points, and Emergency Base Points, and by deploying Regulation Service, Responsive Reserve Service, and Non-Spinning Reserve Service to ensure operational security.

(2)
ERCOT shall verify that either an Energy Offer Curve providing prices for the Resource between its HSL and LSL or an Output Schedule has been submitted for each On-Line Resource an hour before the end of the Adjustment Period for the upcoming Operating Hour.  ERCOT shall notify QSEs that have not submitted an Output Schedule or Energy Offer Curve through the MIS Certified Area.

(3)
ERCOT is the regional security coordinator for the ERCOT Region and is responsible for all regional security coordination as defined in the NERC Operating Manual and applicable ERCOT operating manuals or Operating Guides.

(4)
ERCOT may only issue Dispatch Instructions for the Real‑Time operation of Transmission Facilities to a TSP, for the Real-Time operation of distribution facilities to a DSP, or for a Resource to the QSE that represents it.
