· Timeliness - compliance with ERCOT protocols; for reports and extracts without a defined delivery time, define market participant expectations.  Measurement on missed posting requirements.  Data values not provided on time.
· Completeness – did not contain all data that should have been included in the extract; for example, missing interval values for header records, missing both header and interval values; 100% data sent; data values incomplete

· Accuracy – data values are incorrect; applied to a ‘complete’ product; data values provided are incorrect

· Availability – Retail API; TML Report Explorer – needs to be discussed further.
