Texas SET Version 1.4:  Texas SET guides implemented for Market Open in December, 2001.
Texas SET Version 1.5:  This version of the Texas SET guides added various changes to Texas SET transactions and the addition of many new reject reasons and reject codes.  Two new transactions were implemented:  814_28, Completed Unexecutable or Permit Required and 814_29, Response Completed Unexecutable or Permit Required.  It was implemented in April, 2003.
Texas SET Version 1.6:  This version of the Texas SET guides included Competitive Metering coding to meet the PUCT requirement date of 1/1/2004 along with several change controls detailing non-system changes (i.e. examples, gray boxes, verbiage changes).   to the Texas SET transactions.  It was implemented in December, 2003.
Texas SET Version 2.0:   This version of the Texas SET guides implemented business processes for stacking, the method that allows Retail Electric Providers (REPs), ERCOT, and Transmission Distribution Service Providers (TDSPs) to process multiple, non-sequential transactions concurrently on a single ESI ID.  It was implemented in September, 2004.
Texas SET Version 2.0A:   This version of the Texas SET guides added non-system changes to Texas SET transactions.  It was implemented in November, 2004.
Texas SET Version 2.1:   This version of the Texas SET guides implemented changes to retail transactions as identified in support of the RMS directed Task Forces: DNP, TITF, and 810/867/824 Workgroup for the following functionality:
1. Support the MOU/EC entrance, 

2. Disconnect for Non-Pay process, 

3. Communication of additional billing determinants to the ERCOT's Electric Retail Market.
 It was implemented in December, 2005.
Texas SET Version 3.0:   This version of the Texas SET guides contains updates to retail transactions to support the following:

1. Mass Transition long-term automated solution, 

2. New requirements and functionality to support POLR Rule – Project 31416,
3. Transactional solution, functionality, and processes to support Terms and Conditions – Project 29637,
4. Several miscellaneous change controls to clarify, correct, resolve problems, or enhance transaction functionality for Implementation Guides.  

It was implemented in June, 2007.
