Proposed VC System Design

· Attachment Flags and attachment fields – multiple fields and flags.  One flag and one field per VC category (ME, SU, > LSL)
· Approved Amount – multiple fields/data elements.  One field/data element per VC category 
1. may be an “approved equation” since fuel prices are not submitted/approved
1. this is what makes most sense to me since it applies to all 3 types of VC categories

2. or there may be two elements per VC category: 
1. O&M 
2. MMBtu—fuel consumption
3. this would only work for SU and ME (>LSL can have different O&M values for different points on the heat rate curve)

· Effective date—date costs became (or will become) effective
· Attachment field and flag for the VC template
· QSE Contact Phone #
· QSE Contact Email address
· QSE Contact First Name

· QSE Contact Last Name 

· Date of initial VC submission

· Date/flag/tracking for all subsequent submission dates 

· Flag/field to attach affidavit (this may be included in the template)
· Deadline to complete current task (e.g., make additional submission, review, submit response, etc)
1. it should identify WHAT task must be completed and by WHEN

2. there should probably be two of these data elements: one for ERCOT and one for the QSE
1. this would have to handle null or N/A values
3. if only one data element is possible, it must identify WHO must complete the task
· VC submission unique identifier—unique identity of this specific “submission” (group of submissions)…assigned when QSE initiates an instance of the VC Process 
· QSE name

· Assigned S&B analyst—name of employee currently reviewing submission
· Resource name
· Status—will be a long list.  E.g., will need to show things along the line of:
1. submitted

2. under review

3. approved

4. denied

1. denied—failed to meet deadline 

5. approved, but not all submitted costs
6. awaiting additional documentation

7. amounts calculated by ERCOT were rejected by QSE
8. awaiting decision by QSE

9. rescinded

10. under appeal

11. withdrawn
· MP’s want extracts
· MAYBE: Field/Info showing when VC for a Resource were last approved and number of RUC instructions or days/months left before an update must be submitted?

· Many flags and status fields that show if and when ERCOT opened, received, saw, etc a QSE’s updates, documents, requests, decisions, etc
· Many flags and status fields that show if and when a QSE opened, received, saw, etc  ERCOT’s updates, documents, requests, decisions, etc

· Flag/status that shows when a document was last accessed by ERCOT

· Flag/status that shows when a document was last accessed by a QSE

· 2 Fields/attachment/area/document where brief notes can be saved and viewed—one private for ERCOT internal; one viewable by QSE

· Functionality for QSE to cancel VC submission ( would have to be unavailable after set time/event
· Functionality for QSE to reject ERCOT’s amounts/calculations ( would have to be unavailable after set time/event
· Status/field/data that allows S&B analyst to provide estimated time of completing current task/review
· Tracking on attachments…need to know order of submission and which are most recent (either this or subsequent submissions overwrite/override prior submissions within a “group” …this would have to include a very explicit and very large warning.
