This proposal is premised on the theory that charging high prices during a system emergency will prompt energy consumers to respond to the high prices by curtailing load, thus bringing demand back into line with available generation.

However, it is not at all clear how the price information will be conveyed to energy consumers.  Specifically:

· How will energy consumers be informed that prices have been raised to the ceiling price?

· How much time will energy consumers have in order to respond to the increased prices?  That is, how long is the notice period?

· In the situations presented in 6.9.5.1 (c) and (d), in particular, it appears as though consumers will not know that the price has increased with any advanced warning.  How can consumers respond to a high price if they do not know in advance that the price is going to be raised? 
Unless a clear plan is presented describing how consumers will be notified of the administrative prices with a notice period sufficient to enable consumers to react to the high prices, this PRR should be denied.
