Summary of Protocol Revisions

PRR746 – Revisions to EILS Provisions to Conform to Amended P.U.C. Subst. R. 25.507


This Protocol Revision Request (PRR) revises Protocol language related to Emergency Interruptible Load Service (EILS).  The specific revisions are as follows:

· Section 2.1 - eliminating the definitions of “EILS Business Hours” and “EILS Non-Business Hours”, and redefining the terms “Time Period” and “EILS Contract Period”.

· Section 6.5.12(2) - eliminating a requirement that was specific to the initial EILS bid solicitation in April 2007.

· Section 6.5.12(5) - clarifying that ERCOT solicits EILS bids and that the bids are submitted by Qualified Scheduling Entities (QSEs).

· Section 6.5.12(6) - eliminating the requirement that all members of an aggregated EILS Resource must have a peak demand of at least 500 kW.

· Section 6.5.12(8) - changing the EILS Cost Cap to $50 million; clarifying that the Cost Cap applies to the 12 months from February through January; clarifying that ERCOT may reject any bid that it finds unreasonable or outside the parameters of an acceptable bid; revising language relating to how the Cost Cap is adjusted for Self-Provided EILS to its own subparagraph (9); and renumbering the existing (9) to (10). 

· Section 6.5.12(10) – eliminating the500 MW procurement minimum for the EILS service.

· Section 6.5.12(17)(a) - clarifying the meter data requirements for any EILS Resource that does not have a dedicated ESI ID. 

· Section 6.5.12(17)(b) - clarifying that an EILS Resource may return to service only after being released by ERCOT and correcting a typographical error.

· Section 6.5.12(20) – eliminating sunset provisions for EILS and adding a new section prescribing ERCOT’s EILS reporting requirements.

· Sections 6.8.6; 6.9.4.4; and 6.10.13.3 -  eliminating all subscript references to the terms “b” (business hours) and “nb” (non-business hours) and converting them to a single reference term “tp” (time period).  

· Section 6.10.13.4 - clarifying procedures for ERCOT-administered penalties applied to QSEs and/or EILS Resources that fail to meet their availability or performance obligations.  

· Section 16.5 - clarifying that EILS Resources are not required to register as Resource Entities, but rather are required to register via Appendix A of the QSE’s Standard Form EILS supplemental agreement with ERCOT.  

· Section 22K, Appendix B -  revising to provide flexibility to accommodate differing Time Periods.
