However, not all Entities use a Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number assigned by Dun & Bradstreet as their official “DUNS Number” when registering with ERCOT.  This NPRR revises and clarifies the definition of “DUNS Number” to conform to existing practices and allows Entities flexibility in selecting their unique numeric identifier.

DUNS Number

A unique nine-digit numeric identifier designated by each Entity and accepted by ERCOT for use in electronic commerce transactions in the ERCOT Region. The unique numeric identifier may be a Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number assigned by Dun & Bradstreet, a Federal Tax Identification Number or any other unique numeric identifier not already in use by another Entity.  ERCOT may add numeric extensions to a unique nine-digit numeric identifier to distinguish types of registration by each Entity. 
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
