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1. The DWG last met on February 4-5, 2008.

2. The DWG achieved significant progress toward completion of the 2008 summer peak flat start during the February 4-5 meeting.  A few outstanding issues remain.  The relatively slower progress is due to the learning process required for use of the new combined cycle governor models.   The DWG anticipates completing the 2008 flat start within the next two weeks.
3. During the February 4-5 meeting, the DWG continued with detailed planning for the Responsive Reserve/LaaRs study and resolved several key study issues.  The DWG plans to meet upon completing the 2008 flat start to firm up the methodology and assign responsibilities for the study.
