	1. Antitrust Admonition – read

2. Agenda Review – reviewed

3. DEWG Leadership – Selection of Chair and Vice Chair

· Chair – Jim Galvin was elected to serve as Chair

· Vice Chair - Heddie Lookadoo was elected to serve as Vice Chair

4. DEWG and SDAWG

· Current issues related to extracts and other items that relate to reports; get involved with Settlement and Data Aggregation Working Group (SDAWG).  

· ERCOT presented at last SDAWG meeting a list of extracts; focus will be on Nodal extracts.  

· DEWG and SDAWG will start combining their meetings.  Meetings will be scheduled on the same day to make the best use of time for everyone.  One working group will hold their meeting in the morning and the other working group will meet in the afternoon, with a combined working group meeting held between the two.  Unanimous vote to combine meetings.  J. Galvin will present to COPS at the next meeting.  Can meet independently if issues arise.  SDAWG meeting dates will be used if approved by COPS.  J. Galvin will let the group know the agenda once it is taken to COPS.

5. Extract Issues 

· Review Issues from end of 2007 – Lisa Petoskey

· Introduction of Shawna Jirasek, new EIS Manager

· Reviewed presentation that identified issues from November 27, 2007 through January 25, 2008.

· Question regarding notice that was sent where one trade date was not validated – resettlement of June 2006.  Issue was related to an extract with unapproved settlement data in it.  J. Galvin requested ERCOT follow up to determine and report how unapproved settlement data was allowed out in the extract.

· L. Petoskey has transferred three FTEs over to the production support team to help address issues. 

· J. Galvin stated he has not seen a lot of notices related to batch processing time and wanted details on what was done.  

· January 5th – Infrastructure change.  David Forfia identified root cause structure related to storage and the way the virtual machine was set up.  Both storage and logical machine were moved and eliminated issues.  D. Forfia will be meeting with vendor to determine why system under performed.

· Delay in posting of 867_03 report due to a blank character space – not sure why or how a blank character was in the data set.  Christian Brennan will follow up and present again once they have an answer.

· Full TDSP ESIID report (public report) – increasing in volume each month since it has more and more data.

· Understanding ERCOT Staffing Structure – See presentation by Dale Goodman for details
6. Wholesale SLA Discussion
· Reviewed/edited Data Extracts & Reporting Service Level Agreement.
· Service availability and market notice reporting – have defined priority list of extracts – would like to define availability according to priority ranking and include that portion. 

· Service availability for the application to be in line with the Retail SLA - A. Smallwood to add language regarding service availability.

· Aaron Smallwood indicated language in Wholesale SLA is similar to Retail SLA.  For those interested in reviewing, the Retail SLA, it is located on the RMS home page, under Key Documents. 

· Service availability and Market notice – once determined, ERCOT will publish an Excel spreadsheet.  J. Galvin indicated he would like to see high level information that could also be part of the notices.  Something that indicates number of issues that were present during a certain point in time.  A. Smallwood and C. Brennan will take a look at priority 1 extracts for next month’s agenda.  

· Data Extracts & Reporting Services reporting – delivery of the actual extract.  This section can be removed.  This will be compressed into the previous item.  

· Service availability re-negotiations and change control process – if we all agree to a specific service level it can later be reviewed and re-negotiated.

· This annual review process will be once a year to review document and polish it up.

· J. Galvin would like to add deliverability expectations within data extracts and reporting services.  

· Extract and Report Deliverability expectation.  J. Galvin will add a table in here that will list out priority 1, 2, 3 and when they should be expected for delivery.  Would like for information to mirror Protocols and expectations.  If we come up with expectations that can be done, then we can look at writing up an NPRR in the future.  Will need to take a look at the language that J. Galvin has in mind.
