1.1.2.1. Examples of Projects (TDSP to ERCOT)

The TDSP selects the Submit tab

From the Submit Tree, select Projects 

The following fields are required:
(For this example, the submitter selects ERCOT.) 
Assignee


NOTE: ESI ID, Original Tran ID, Tran Type, TXN Date, GS Number and Comments are optional fields. Please include any additional information relevant to resolving this issue in the comments box.

Select OK. 

The issue enters ERCOT’s queue in a state of New and is visible only by the Submitting TDSP and ERCOT.

The Submitting TDSP can Withdraw the issue at this point by selecting the Withdraw transition within the MT issue. 

ERCOT selects Begin Working and the issue is transitioned to the state of In Progress(Assignee). 

At this point, the Submitting TDSP can no longer Withdraw the issue  Notice how the Withdraw transition has been removed from the MT issue.

ERCOT reviews the issue and chooses one of the following options: 
Unexecutable, (comments are required) the issue is transitioned back to the Submitter in the state of Unexecutable- Pending Complete.  If after 14 calendar days of no activity, the issue would auto close and become Inactive.  If the Submitter chooses to Begin Working on the issue the following options are available:

By selecting the Re-Assign transition, the Submitter has the option to assign the MT issue to another Market Participant.

By selecting the Return to Assignee transition, the Submitter has the option to return the issue to the original assignee.
By selecting the Complete transition, the Submitter has the option to close the issue by selecting Accept.  The issue will auto close and become Inactive.
Return to Submitter, (comments are required) the issue is transitioned back to the Submitter in the state of New – All.  If the Submitter must Begin Working on the issue.  The following options are available:
By selecting the Return to Assignee transition the Submitter has the option to return the issue to the original assignee.

By selecting Assign to ERCOT, the Submitter has the option to forward the MT issue to ERCOT (only) for review.

Complete, the issue is transitioned back to the Submitter in the state of Pending Complete.  If after 14 calendar days of no activity on the issue, the issue will auto close and become Inactive.  If the Submitter chooses to Begin Working on the issue the following options are available:

By selecting the Re-Assign transition, the Submitter has the option to assign the MT issue to another Market Participant.

By selecting the Return to Assignee transition, the Submitter has the option to return the issue to the original assignee.

By selecting the Complete transition, the Submitter has the option to close the issue by selecting Accept.

In this example, after researching the information provided, ERCOT provided the necessary updates to the TDSP within the comments section.  ERCOT would select Complete and the issue is updated to a Pending Complete state and then transitioned back to the Submitter. The Submitter would have the available options listed above. 
Selecting Re-assign would allow the TDSP to add another Market Participant as the Assignee. The issue would then transition into the TDSP’s queue in a state of New. 
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
