ROS & NERC SAR Comments
During the ROS monthly meeting on 2/14, the concept of ROS, or some subset of ROS, taking the lead in crafting regional comments to proposed NERC Reliability Standards was discussed.  The sense of ROS was that two basic tracks could be developed.  First, ROS as an organized body could entertain draft comments to a Standard and if unanimous approval was gained, ROS could submit to NERC comments on behalf of the ERCOT Region.  
Second, a member or subset of ROS members could take the initiative to draft comments, and absent unanimous approval of ROS, those members could submit the comments to NERC as a coalition of interested parties or as independent firms. The sense of ROS was that this second methodology makes the most sense, particularly in considering that most members are currently covered up with Nodal and other significant work tasks, and in light of the desire of TAC leadership to keep to a minimum any new task forces or standing work groups.
We asked that the TRE report to ROS in its monthly meetings any SARs currently in play that might have particular interest for ROS and the ERCOT Region.
