	Proposed Protocol Language Revision


Section 2.1
Definitions
Resource Node








(1)
A Resource Node is an Electrical Bus defined in the Network Operations Model where a Day Ahead Settlement Point Price and a Real-Time Settlement Point Price are calculated.  The various types of Resource Nodes are described below:

a)  
Resource Node:  An Electrical Bus defined in the Network Operations Model that is associated with a Resource and is not part of a combined cycle plant.  One Resource Node can have several Resources mapped to it.

b)  
Combined Cycle Unit (CCU) Resource Node:  An Electrical Bus defined in the Network Operations Model that is associated with a Resource and is part of a combined cycle plant.  One CCU Resource Node can have several Resources mapped to it.

c)  
Private Use Network (PUN) Resource Node:  An Electrical Bus defined in the Network Operations Model that represents the interconnection point of a Private Use Network (PUN) to the ERCOT Transmission Grid.  No specific Resources are associated with a PUN Resource Node.  A PUN can have several PUN Resource Nodes.

(2)
Combined Cycle Plant (CCP) Logical Resource Node: In addition to the Resource Nodes described above, there are also Combined Cycle Plant (CCP) Logical Resource Nodes.  Each combined cycle train shall have one CCP Logical Resource Node.  A CCP Logical Resource Node is not a physical location within the ERCOT Transmission Grid but it is the logical representation of a Resource Node for a combined cycle train.  DAM energy-only Offers, DAM energy bids, CRR offers and bids, and QSE to QSE transactions cannot be submitted at a CCP Logical Resource Node.
