General Comments:
The language in these proposed NPRRs indicate “(Effective Upon Texas Nodal Market Implementation)” on the title page and in the footnote section of the language.  However, PRR 727 as approved by the BOD defines the “effectiveness” of these sections differently by listing the section number and providing a date.  The term “Texas Nodal Market Implementation” may also be confused with the term “Texas Nodal Market Implementation Date” which is a defined term in the approved nodal Protocols. Reliant suggests removing all dates and references to the “effectiveness” of the language and allow the PRR 727 control the actual effective dates.

These NPRR contemplates that a new section will be added to contain the “Definitions” applicable to the Section.  This is contrary to the style of all the remaining sections of the protocols which defines terms using “quotes” when that term is only used in the appropriate section.  If such style change is desired, Reliant suggests that all sections of the protocols be changed at once.  Until such time, Reliant suggests using the style in the existing nodal protocol sections.
NPRR 106 suggests that a new definition is needed for “Late Payment”.  This term is used in other sections of the nodal protocols and means something different than suggested in Section 24.  Terms such as “Service Address” should not be defined and ERCOT should simply remove the capitalization from the text.
