· LG – there is validations on the bulk insert validations on every step. Bulk Insert have the flag set to. Its one of those things that if you put one then you have to put all. Or the most common

· KM – bullet point, these are the following validations. 

· LG – CWA – add flag - default to off. 2 day window it will still be off or 

· DM – if you turn it off entirely then it will by-pass it.

· DM – if it’s an error then you can by-pass it. 

· Validations on error message in MIR report. You don’t get immediately. Only goes through validation of submission

· KM – What does everyone think on that?

· Working the new bulk insert with new validations. MIR report will have the error messages. On – goes through the 6 validations. Leave off then they won’t go through the six validations. 

· CR – presently bulk insert document that has explanation in that section. Would we want to put it here or revisit that document and put it there

· DM – current appendix A has the formats and validations errors. 

· We will refer to the appendix A that has all the information in that document.

· MT Schedule – training material, ERCOT will not be able to provide two weeks in advance; Recommends that you hold training closer to the end of the sandbox; have material ready for first meeting on June 23 and post it at that time.  ERCOT will have sooner if possible.  Market notice will go out May 13th, deadline to sign up for registration is June 16th.
