· Mike McCarty reviewed Attachment A9 Total Market Protocol Report 1Q 2008

· Was asked if the March Outage presentation could be posted on Market Metrics as part of the explanation of the lower performance for March?  Mike M said that he would do that.  ERCOT will post the version for the 3 periods, not the 31 day version.
· Mike M reviewed Transactions by Status – Attachment A11_Transactions by Status 1Q 2008.   He indicated March was low due to the fact data was queried 7 days earlier.  This means the scheduled meter read date had not passed.  Usually this number is around 70%+.  Mike asked if everyone wanted to continue to see this report as a part of the new PUCT #33049 Performance Measures Reporting?  This is not a mandatory report. Johnny R said he does not use this report.  Jennifer G said she does not use it.  Asked if Robert thought it still needed to be ran.  Robert said he did not think no one looked at it there either.  If ERCOT wants to drop then ok to drop.  Everyone agreed to drop the report.  If someone is not present today, they can voice their opinion at the next meeting.  If not, this report will be dropped starting the 3rd Quarter of 2008.  
4.   Review MarkeTrak Reports
·  Johnny Robertson went over the numbers.  At last RMS meeting Dave Michelson presented what is changing in MarkeTrak – there will be better reports with better information. 
· Looked at Dave M’s presentation from May RMS meeting.  Question came if we continue to review MarkeTrak issues – what do we want to get from it?  What do we want to accomplish?  We should look for something positive or for opportunities like TDTWG does to give back to RMS.  How often do we want Dave to give us a report – quarterly, monthly, bi-yearly?  Maybe with MarkeTrak Phase 2 going in, we could wait till the end of the year to see if some of the numbers are adjusted. Was decided we should look at it again from January 2009 and then twice annually.  
· If Mike sees anomalies in the incident log in the future, he was asked to tie the report that Dave M gives us and make a footnote at the bottom to explain what happened.

· What is the explanation for DEV issues for the month of May?  Mike M to follow up with Dave M. 
5. Review Transactional Cross References in Reporting Templates

· Kathy Scott went over 6.d. ERCOT Protocol Calculations 33049 presentation.  Does the rule ask if I have to report 814_24 and 29s back?  Mike M said we only will receive 29 back if CR rejected it – no Protocol for that.  Today we are reporting 29s.  Johnny R is asking why are we rejecting 29s?  Need to compare the number of 28s vs number of 29s.  Is this just a response transaction or a real reject.  He was going to check in house to find out for himself if they are rejects or responses.
· Kathy Scott went over 6.a  Performance Measures Template 33049.  

· Kathy S went over 6c TDSP Field Performance Attachment.  We want to make sure this is ready to roll.  If this is ok with Robert, can we release to our shop?  Robert said it is okay with him.  

· Will eliminate 814_29s from report (which is row 33, 34, 52, 53 )  Mike is to delete.
