RUC Cost Recovery for Exceptional Events

These costs only apply to RUC costs.

1. QSEs must initiate a settlement dispute in order to recover these costs.

2. Extremely high Fuel Prices - If the FIP or FOP is 3 % higher than the previous day FIP, Resources can request for cost recovery as an exceptional event.  ERCOT will utilize the next day FIP when recalculating the RUC make whole payment in the final settlement statement.  Should apply to the volume of gas purchased intraday at replacement cost. (Shell will prepare language to clarify the intent of this paragraph)

3. Emissions fines from TCEQ for exceeding DERC allowances. 

4. Costs incurred due to delaying maintenance.  When a resource has an ERCOT approved outage scheduled to perform maintenance and ERCOT requests the resource remain in service.  If this occurs, the Resource must provide documentation to ERCOT to allow for cost recovery. (Prepare NPRR for this issue and remove this from the VCTF work)
