2. Antitrust Admonition


The Anti-Trust Admonition was displayed and read aloud for the members.  The participants were reminded that paper copies of the Admonition are available.
 Discussions and Activities
1. The team continued its discussion of different approaches to address the FERC modification to the waiver.  There was much debate on how to write the standard: as a variance of CPS2 or a substitute of CPS2.  It was decided to draft the standard as a variance to the purpose of BAL-001: Maintain Interconnection steady-state frequency within defined limits by balancing real power demand and supply in real-time.  The ERCOT regional variance for this standard will be the insertion of a revised/somewhat edited version of Protocol 5.9 into BAL-001, R2, as the different method that it uses to achieve this purpose.
2. The team began the process of drafting this regional variance BAL-001-TRE-1 and finished a very rough first draft including requirements and measures taken from Protocol 5.9.
3. The team is hopeful that they may have a draft regional variance that meets the objectives of the SAR-003 for presentation at the September 30 RSC meeting.
