2. Antitrust Admonition


The Anti-Trust Admonition (Admonition) was displayed and read for the team members.
 Discussions and Activities
1. The team discussed the applicability of a regional standard.  There was discussion that it should apply to who owns the relay, either the TO or the DP.  There was also some discussion on the need to define LSE so that it could be determined if LSEs have any application within this standard.  The team discussed both requirements and responsibilities.  Some requirements include: Perform study, equipment maintenance, provide load, keep database, and reporting.  No final functional entities for each were defined, but some ideas were as follows:
Perform Study-PA
Maintain Equipment-DP/TO (whoever owns it)
Provide Load-DP (and some TOs who have industrial load)
Maintain Database-PA primarily but TRE collect from program participants and transmit to PA

Reporting-PA tells everyone how, DP and TO make it happen.
2. The team discussed what should be in a continent-wide versus a regional standard.  It was generally thought by the team that the CWS should be kept generic.  As an example, the CWS may say something specific like maintain 25% imbalance, but the regional standard would detail the number of steps and trigger levels.
3. The team discussed very generally how self-serve generation and associated load be treated in the Standard.
4. The team decided that there needed to be some idea as to the direction that the CWS was going to take before any real drafting of a regional program could be begin.  More will be known after the national NERC UFLS team meets and comments are responded to.
