3. The NIDR data is excluded from settlement even though no IDR data exists for the ESI ID.

	1. TDSP sends interval data for the ESI ID.

2. ERCOT validates and rejects the IDR data for the ESI ID.

3. TDSP sends a NIDR 867_03 for the ESI ID.  ERCOT validates, accepts, and forwards the 867_03 to the forwarding CR.

4. Since ERCOT does not have IDR data for the ESI ID, the ESI ID is settled based on the applicable profile.

5. The NIDR data is excluded from settlement even though no IDR data exists for the ESI ID.
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
