General Comments:

Since we are cleaning up the ICCP Handbook, I have a few comments.

· In Table 19, I don’t understand why we are specifying RealQTimeTag for RegUp, RegDn and Updated Desired Base Point [and not RRS].  These values are changing every 4 seconds and can be integrated without the time tag indicating  when it was sent by the ERCOT EMS.

· In the new Table 29, there are separate device types for Reactor and Capacitor.  The proposed ICCP revision suggests deleting MW for Capacitors.  We also don’t have MW for Reactors.  Should Reactor MW also be deleted?

· Table 29 also shows Status for Capacitors and Reactors.  We telemeter a Breaker [CB] or Switch [SW] as the connector between a shunt device and a buss.  Should the Capacitor and Reactor Status be deleted also from Table 29?  They are not shown in new Table 34.
