ANTITRUST GUIDELINES FOR MEMBERS OF ERCOT COMMITTEES, SUBCOMMITTEES AND WORKING GROUPS It is ERCOT’s policy and expectation that all persons participating in ERCOT activities (including all ERCOT meetings, committee meetings, conference calls, email communications and informal discussions) comply with the antitrust laws.  These Antitrust Guidelines are designed to assist members of and participants in ERCOT committees and working groups in recognizing conduct that may violate the antitrust laws.  ERCOT strictly prohibits market participants and their employees who are participating in ERCOT activities from using their participation in ERCOT activities as a forum for engaging in practices or communications that violate the antitrust laws.

Update on Status of SCR748 & SCR745:

· K. Tanner indicated that SCR748 is well ahead of schedule.

· Development and testing are complete.

· Training is 50% complete.

· Go live moved up from December 18 to November 13.

· Hope Satterfield provided update on SCR745.

· Explained that SCR745 is to reduce outages on retail applications.

· Presented information on how outages have been reduced in recent years.

· Mentioned that ERCOT is looking at replacing Paperfree application.

· New version of PF shows no benefits in keeping it.

· Licensing structure is cumbersome.

· A replacement is the best option.

· Jesse asked about a timeframe for replacement.

· Dave Farley to bring on a resource this month to begin looking at it.

· Jesse to schedule TDTWG recommendation for replacement in December.

· Kyle asked about advanced metering. Scheduled for 4th quarter 2009.

· Kyle recommended embellishing to RMS on why alternatives to PF are better than PF.

· Hope to add to Jesse’s presentation with more details.

· Jesse to present at RMS to make people aware of a replacement and explain why.

Kyle Miller made presentation on LSE File Definition.

· Jesse to add further discussion to December agenda. No additional comments.
