· G. Cervenka – Going forward, only LDC should be used for MOU scripts that call for REF*BLT LDC or DUAL.  Nueces Electric Coop only uses LDC.  Therefore, ERCOT is requesting that only LDC be used by all CRs.  It is also suggested that DUAL be removed as an option.  
· Question:  So you are proposing that the script be changed to remove the DUAL option?
· G. Cervenka – Yes.  For consistency, it is recommended that we update the script so that the only option available is LDC.

· SIM Date for Flight 0209
· K Tyra - Oncor was not able to validate their new gateway as previously planned.  Their IT department is requesting that the SIM date be adjusted again to qualify the gateway during the upcoming Test Flight.  Oncor is requesting that the SIM date be changed to January 5, 2009.  

· No objections were voiced.  All agreed to adjust the SIM date to January 5, 2009.

· SCR47- How to best to indicate if the CR received the Date in the 650_04
· G. Cervenka – This script allows the TDSP to enter a specific date or the standard 12 day date when the 650_04 is sent to the CR.  ERCOT is not able to see which date the TDSP designated on the 650_04 transaction.  This can result in the need to resend various transactions.  
· Question:  Would an e-mail to ERCOT be sufficient notification of which date was used?
