ANTITRUST GUIDELINES FOR MEMBERS OF ERCOT COMMITTEES, SUBCOMMITTEES AND WORKING GROUPS It is ERCOT’s policy and expectation that all persons participating in ERCOT activities (including all ERCOT meetings, committee meetings, conference calls, email communications and informal discussions) comply with the antitrust laws.  These Antitrust Guidelines are designed to assist members of and participants in ERCOT committees and working groups in recognizing conduct that may violate the antitrust laws.  ERCOT strictly prohibits market participants and their employees who are participating in ERCOT activities from using their participation in ERCOT activities as a forum for engaging in practices or communications that violate the antitrust laws.

· Tim Ebbers reviewed the IT Incident Market Notice Summary.
Annette M. asked for and received clarification on some specifics.

Merged 2009 goals reviewed by Johnny, Annette, and Mike McCarty.

Agreed that scope was too wordy and needed to be more precise.

Johnny reviewed the edits made and asked for comments.

Comments were positive, and consensus reached for proposal 1 for wording.

Proposal 2 deleted.

Annette asked if it was too wordy.

Mike stated it was detailed, but due to extra scope, the wording was needed.

Annette asked for further input.

Dave F. stated new verbiage is actually less wordy, and there are no ERCOT issues with it.

Johnny will present as draft to RMS. Final review at face-to-face meeting in March.

Sandra T. agreed. Get RMS input, then finalize at the March face-to-face meeting.

Johnny stated he was open to suggestions for what TDTWG should be called with MMWG merged.

      Stated that feedback on TDTRWG (Texas Data Transport and Reporting Working Group) was not positive.
Annette asked whether we should have something about performance in the name.

      Stated that adding reporting in the name may create confusion with DEWG.

Annette asked if anyone in Metrics had any input.

Johnny suggested adding to the group’s scope, but to leave name as is (TDTWG).

Dave F. agreed. Leave name, explore in future if a name change is really needed.
Johnny stated the issue is closed. TDTWG will be the name, but metrics will be added to scope.

Sandra stated a Retail Market Guide revision will be needed.

      Will need to insert a new scope for metrics.

      No PRR is required.

Johnny asked if MMWG is left on ercot.com and a link would be added.

Dave F. stated a link has already been created.

Sandra advised getting final language and submit RMGRR.

Mike McCarty stated the MMWG references in the RMG will need to be changed.

Sandra stated she believed that section 6.1 is all that will require change.

Johnny will also review the RMG to verify.

Sandra recommended adding the update to the RMG as one of the group’s 2009 goals.

     The October system issue at ERCOT created thousands of invalid transactions.

     These transactions were, in many cases, responded to by MPs.

     As a result, all transactions associated with this were out of protocol.

     As a result, some numbers that are normally reported will not be reported in March.

     ERCOT provided information to PUCT regarding this.

Johnny stated that CNP’s reporting will also be changed due to Hurricane Ike issues.

Kyle stated there will be waivers for re-reads.

Johnny asked if metrics will reflect that.

Kyle stated he’ll get clarification and report back.

Annette discussed timing of all 2009 meetings.

     Face-to-face to be held quarterly when market metrics are reported.

          Face-to-face meetings: March 4, June 3, September 2, and December 2.

     Conference calls all other months.
