PRR798 – Update Trading Hub Conversion
This Protocol Revision Request (PRR) synchronizes the ERCOT Protocols to reflect the 2009 Commercially Significant Constraint (CSC) definitions, approved by the ERCOT Board on October 21, 2008, as they affect the Trading Hub calculations for 2009 (several transmission buses moved between Congestion Zones).  As such, the calculation for converting transactions at Trading Hubs to existing Congestion Zones is revised.

Section 21:

PRR799 – ERCOT CEO Approval of NPRRs and SCRs Prior to Posting on MIS
This PRR mandates ERCOT CEO approval before Nodal PRRs (NPRRs) may be posted to the Market Information System (MIS).  This PRR also mandates ERCOT CEO approval for System Change Requests (SCRs) that impact system functionality for the Nodal Market.  This PRR also allows for an appeal mechanism of the NPRR or SCR if the ERCOT CEO decides the NPRR or SCR is not necessary prior to the Texas Nodal Implementation Date.
