	On 7/17/08, PRS unanimously voted to table NPRR135.  All Market Segments were present for the vote.
On 12/18/08, PRS unanimously voted to recommend approval of NPRR135 as submitted.  The Independent Generator Market Segment was not present for the vote.

On 1/22/09, PRS unanimously voted to endorse and forward the PRS Recommendation Report and Impact Analysis for NPRR135 to TAC.  All Market Segments were present for the vote.

	Summary of PRS Discussion
	On 7/17/08, it was noted that TPTF discussed NPRR135 and suggested that ERCOT file a Protocol Revision Request (PRR) to revise the analogous section of the zonal Protocols and that NPRR135 be tabled while the PRR is under consideration.  ERCOT Staff stated that the revisions that would be made pursuant to NPRR135 and the companion PRR are purely administrative and would require no system changes.
On 12/18/08, there was no discussion.

On 1/22/09, there was no discussion.

	On 2/5/09, TAC unanimously voted to table NPRR135 pending TPTF’s recommendation of an essentiality status.  All Market Segments were present for the vote.

On 3/5/09, TAC voted to recommend approval of NPRR135 as recommended by PRS.  There was one abstention from the Investor Owned Utility (IOU) Market Segment.  All Market Segments were present for the vote.
