The Texas Standard Electronic Transactions (Texas SET) Working Group is a voluntary working group that reports to the Retail Market Subcommittee (RMS).  Texas SET performs various functions as set forth in the Retail Market Subcommittee Procedures, and as determined by RMS.  

RMS has approved the Texas SET Working Group scope listed below:

Texas Data Transport Working Group (TDTWG)

In addition, TDTWG supports market metric activities as directed by the Retail Market Subcommittee (RMS).  TDTWG performs the following functions:

Monitors ERCOT’s adherence to performance targets specified in the Retail SLA;

Monitors market performance metrics reported by ERCOT to the Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT;

Maintains metric templates; and

Facilitates compliance of the P.U.C. SUBST. R. 25.88, Retail Market Performance Measure Reporting;

Addresses issues as directed by the RMS.
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
