The TRE submits the following TRE Staffing Impact estimate pursuant to the posting of the CEO Revision Request Review (787PRR-27) and ERCOT Impact Analysis (787PRR-28) documents that were posted on 6/15/09 in regarding Protocol Revision Request (PRR) 787. 

The TRE estimates a minimum of 0.75 Full-time Employees (FTE) will be required to perform manual validation of Qualified Scheduling Entity (QSE) requests for exclusion from performance for non-compliance as proposed in Section 6.10.6, Ancillary Service Deployment Performance Conditions, for the new outage categories; Forced Derate and Startup Loading Failure.   
The TRE’s staffing impact estimate is conservative and is based on current work experience in validating exemption requests from QSEs with failing SCPS2 scores.    

The increase to the TRE’s work load may be higher if the number of exemption requests for the new outage categories results in increased exemption requests.
