 All incidents reported to the Electricity Sector Information Sharing and Analysis Center (ES-ISAC) pursuant to the North American Electric Reliability Corporation (NERC) Standard CIP-008, Cyber Security Incident Reporting and Response Planning, shall be concurrently reported to the Texas Regional Entity (TRE) by Market Participants.  Failure to submit such a report to the TRE will be considered a violation of this Protocol provision.

As evidence of a culture of compliance, Market Participants are encouraged to provide a preliminary report of an event to the TRE within two (2) Business Days of discovery that the event may be reportable pursuant to paragraph (1) above.

Reports made to the TRE pursuant to this provision shall be considered informational in nature and shall not constitute an admission of legal liability.
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
