Rob:  meeting to order

Introduced document to be reviewed from MITTF website under Key Docs and subsequent edits from AEP.

Reiteration of straw man proposal for disconnect/reconnect process outlined in prior meetings.  This was captured in the posted document on meeting website.

Last action item from last meeting was to take consideration of draft target back to shops and red line and or consider generally.  

Opened to floor for reaction to where we are and commission staff.  Docket open for this discussion.

Christine: brought to mgmt and thinks will be able to accomplish this w/in the prior agreed timeline.

Cary:  as long as adv meter has remote connect/disconnect capability, the proposed timeline is not a concern for AEP but not prepared for 24x7 service.  Hence added language to require receipt of disconnect transaction between 8am and 3pm to redlines.
Jennifer:  do you see a time this will be automatic?

Cary:  can’t answer that  

Ed:  what staffing do you think is required?  Operating staff is necessary 24x7 for comm problems (2 hr requirement for service) but it’s 2 different kinds of staff
Jennifer: no you only have a 2 hr req’r when the communication is there

Christine:  I agree with Jennifer but this isn’t an important issue yet.  needed after it’s in place during comments.

Rob: This is just a touch pt between meetings for when we meet later in Nov after RMS.

John H.:  one of the things Kathy gave me from AEPs doc is in 2nd paragraph of 4.3.12.2 when it talks about 2 hrs it should read 2 hrs of receipt of trxn in the body and rate sched section (6)

Rob:  it says provided company receives request…seems like it’s covered to me.  Any suggested language change?

John H.:  also in that reconnect language after we say if it’s between 8 and 3…it’s starts applying to premise’ w/o adv meter.  In those 2 sentences are we flipping back to those w/o an adv meter?

Rob:  I struggled with that a bit.  Standard reconnects is now covering all

John H.:  break the standard and adv meter apart?

Cary:  won’t that also apply to provisioned ams w/o remote connect / reconnect?

John H.:  yes

Jennifer:  I think we need to make sure we don’t leave a gap (3pm to 5pm).  I would think those received > 3pm would be worked if possible

Rob:  I interpret the first 2 sentences those received < 2pm and < 3pm.  Down below is those > 2pm and > 3pm.  Maybe flip so all encompassing language is first.  Folks inclined should take a stab if you have a suggestion for a better way to lay that out.

Cary:  good idea.  Take a shot before the next meeting so we have a chance to look at it

Jennifer:  now that a rule is open how much do we wordsmith here –vs- in the rulemaking proc

Cary:  this would expedite the rule making

Christine:  that’s the hope.  If we can wrap this up after the RMS meeting that would be helpful.  Staff hopes for 1st open meeting in Dec…thinks 12/2
Rob:  does anyone have anything else they think we need to review over?

Rob:  silence is agreement

Jennifer:  I like the updates provided by AEP.  We don’t expect that when communication is down we will expect to meet the timeline

Rob:  in the ch 6 section on disconnect AEP says ‘this statement is not necessary’ on completion before the requested date…I didn’t add that statement, I moved it below because I thought it was more logical as an add on summary statement.  

John H.:  On the not AMS there is a 2 day waiting period and if there isn’t a waiting period you can’t do it early

Cary:  not a deal breaker either way.  I’m going to review that whole doc again for those gaps
Kathy:  I just got on and I’m wondering what you meant by gap? I’ll get with John later.
Jennifer:  it’s about the 3pm to 5pm period.  It’s for reconnects

Michael:  so keep looking at it and get back to everyone by RMS?
Rob:  yes if anyone has written comments best to provide no later than the day before RMS..if not sooner.  Send to me and I’ll post to calendar.

Great we’ll see you at the 11/11 post RMS we’ll be in 211.  Room for about 12 people.

Kathy:  we should be able to get 206 if it’s after RMS

Rob:  I was told someone has it…I’ll check again

Sandra:  next meeting will we look at draft language for RMGRR?

Rob:  not there yet but if we get there in the next meeting we could start looking at it.  No extreme urgency.  Need to see what the group thinks is a reasonable effective date.
