Approval of Draft January and February Meeting Notes 
RMS Update
· Review TX SET Update slides presented at RMS 
· Review redlined Working Group Procedures
S.Tindall will need to better define some items out in the redlines. 
J.Frederick agrees that the acronyms need to be spelled out. 

Section 23 will be removed out of Protocols, and Section 19 has the needed verbiage in it. NPRR as well be needed to get started.  
· Do we need to have just a PRR or NPRR and PRR?
· S.Tindall is reviewing the timelines. 
· The PRR would have an August 2010 effective date. 
· Does it make sense to do a NPRR with an effective date of January 2011? Anything submitted after July 23, 2010, would not have an effective date until December 2010.
TX SET Issues to Update:  

PENDING ISSUES 

· I087:   Puct substantive rule §25.493 (e) states that ERCOT “shall develop procedures to facilitate the expeditious transfer of large numbers of customers from one rep to another.”
· Deferred to future meeting.  
· I104:  Add additional SAC04 Codes for Transition Charges, Transition Charge Off Allowance, Credits and Weather Events
· TX SET had discussions on how enable the TDSPs to use more SAC codes before the 2012 release.
Action Items: 
CRs - Can your back offices support these changes?  
Feedback in the April TX SET Meeting.  

· TDSPs need to come up with list of codes that each TDSP would like to use.
· Creating a matrix in which each code is associated with a specific event or text (description).

· There were a few options discussed for opening additional SAC 04 codes 
1. Creating groups of generic codes to be used by the TDSPs

· Weather Event

· Rate Recovery Approval

· Etc.

2. Create multiple generic codes that could be assigned for anything and not specific to categories
· Once a TSDP finds the need to use a new SAC 04 code they would approach Texas SET and ask for use of the next open code

· Question was raised as to where these should be posted and how approval would work:

1. Approval would be done through a Texas SET Change Control Call after a TDSP request to use on open code

2. There were two options discussed for recording/posting what each code is being used for:

· A separate SAC 04 Code Matrix could be kept outside of the Implementation Guide and approval calls would be held as necessary to approve the use of open codes 

· One con noted to this option is that the list is separate, however the Matrix would be referenced in the Implementation Guide and changes to the Matrix would not be allowed without a Texas SET Approval Call

· Update the SAC 04 codes in the guide and version the 810 guide with each approval

· Con identified with this is that the 810 would have a different version from the other Implementation Guides and that can cause confusion

· With both options it was discussed that there could be a possibility that if at some point in the future it is determined that the code is no longer needed the TDSP could notify Texas SET that the code can be released and the code will again be noted as generic and open for assignment 

3. With both options one-of testing could be done with volunteer CRs instead of having to go through a full flight test
· CRs were asked to go back to their offices and find out if changes to SAC 04 codes are possible outside of a Texas SET Release
Safety-Net Review:  

· Discuss whether changes are needed to the safety-net procedures for use during extended outages
· Discussion decided that Safety- Net Procedures are going to be left as is but will be reviewed again if the need arises in the future. 
· Each major outage has different issues/impacts and changes to how Safety-Nets are handled can be adjusted to fit the particular outage if necessary
Texas SET Implementation Guides:  

· Review updated redlined guides
· Change controls for the 814 series are now integrated into the guides.
· K.Thurman will submit the change control for removing the 814_10 Drop to AREP and other suggestions from Oncor.
· There were discussions regarding how to standardize the guides to ensure consistency.
· Examples:  There needs to be consistency in what the description is for the segment elements. 
· Decision was made to reference the segment title from the guide.  It needs to be standardized. 
· Some segments will need a little more information and that can be added as necessary
· A final review for consistency will be done before release
TTPT Issues to Update:  

· Test Flight Update
          60% complete end on the March 30th.

· Updating Testing Worksheet Contacts

· ERCOT will send out an email asking to update the Testing Worksheet Contacts. 
·  Account Plan, ask for the working contacts updates and get confirmation that these are good contacts.
Account Plan

· Add the TW contacts as well (provide a link) email Gene C to update the current information.
· If the Account Managers –along with working contacts and instruct them to update the TW contacts.

· (Testing Contacts- needed to be updated with Account Plan)

Work with Flight Admin and RCS to come up with a solution to contact and get confirmation.
Decision was made to unlock the TWs to allow MPs to update at anytime.  
· TMTP Document Section 4.1.10 Daily Conference Calls

· Gene has suggested that we add language specifying that the Flight Admin has the final authority to determine the need/frequency for conference calls
· Currently, daily conference calls. Leave it to the Flight Administrator’s discretion.
