Open Questions
1. Have the TDSPs decided how days with no switch holds will be handled?  Will there just be no file or a blank file?  

a. Answer – (both lists) CNP is blank file; Oncor is blank file; AEP is blank list; TNMP is blank list
2. When will we know the specifics for the FTP or Website posting locations?  
a. Answer – Oncor/CNP FTP site is same as current for AMS/AMR lists both high level and REP specific;  AEP will use CRIP tool (has download capability); TNMP is still setting up will notify group when ready
b. ftp.oncor.com and ftp.centerpointenergy.com
c. Answer – put in Training slides
d. Answer – list will be replaced each day (no Archive)
3. When will testing occur for the ESI IDs lists?
a. Answer – Dummy files? TDSPs will put a file on site for REP to grab and test on Primary List site (TDSPs will notify when ready); 
4. If there are TDSP system issues and they are unable to post a daily file we assume that when they are able to post again it will just be one file and will not be multiple files.  

a. Example:  Can’t post on Aug 2nd – on Aug 3rd will there be just one file and not one for each the 2nd and the 3rd.  Answer – Oncor – only one file; CNP – only one file; AEP – only one file; TNMP – only one file
5. What will be on the lists on Day 1 (July 1st)?

a. Answer – AEP – list will be populated; Oncor – blank list; CNP – blank list; TNMP – blank list
6. Will the TDSPs issue 814_28s with the same reason codes for MVO requests as they do for MVI requests when meter tampering is discovered?
a. Answer – CNP will work it if there is no safety issue;  if can’t work the MVO then 814_28 or 650_04; Oncor – held internally for review and then either completed or unexecuted based on review or 650_04; AEP same as CNP; TNMP same as CNP
