	Since CenterPoint is currently using an A13 (Other) Reject code for Disconnect for Non-Payment due a Weather Moratorium, we would like to add a more specific reject code to the TX SET transaction for Weather Moratorium and if needed in the future for Force Majeure events. 
Also, during Hurricane Ike CNP used A13 Reject codes for MVI and MVO transactions received during the event that couldn’t be work, but we would have preferred to be more specific for those type transactions being rejected so CRs would know the exact reason for the reject without reading the description reason.
