Kyle Patrick called the meeting to order at 9:35 a.m., and reviewed designated alternative representatives and assigned proxies.
Antitrust Admonition

Mr. Patrick read the ERCOT Antitrust Admonition as displayed and noted the need to comply with the ERCOT Antitrust Guidelines.  A copy of the guidelines was available for review.  

Agenda Review and Discussion

There were no revisions to the agenda.
Approval of the Draft RMS Meeting Minutes (see Key Documents) 

Kathy Scott moved to approve the May 12, 2010 RMS meeting minutes as posted.  Jennifer Frederick seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Consumer Market Segment was not present for the vote.
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), and Commercial Operations Subcommittee (COPS) Reports (see Key Documents)
TAC

Ms. Scott reviewed the disposition of items considered at the June 3, 2010 TAC meeting, and noted the referral of Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 208, Registration and Settlement of Distributed Generation (DG) Less Than One MW, to COPS; and that Market Participants and ERCOT, with the assistance of the Network Data Support Working Group (NDSWG), achieved a compromise regarding the Nodal Network Operations Model load transition.  Ms. Scott noted that as of July 1, 2010, the Texas Regional Entity will be the Texas Reliability Entity.
Commercial Operations Subcommittee (COPS)
Debbie McKeever presented highlights of the June 8, 2010 COPS meeting.

RMS Voting Items

2011 Retail Operations (RO) Project Priority List (PPL) Endorsement

Mr. Patrick noted that a draft 2011 RO PPL discussion WebEx conference call was held on June 2, 2010.  Heather Day presented the draft 2011 RO PPL for RMS consideration.  Ms. Scott asked why PR80030_01, MarkeTrak Upgrade, is on hold, when other items are listed as not started, and asked if the project might be completed in 2010 and be removed from the 2011 PPL.  Ms. Day answered that the project went through the initial process for start up, but cannot be completed in 2010 due to its size and complexity.  Ms. Scott stated that it is not intended that the MarkeTrak upgrade and enhancements projects be executed at the same time, but encouraged the efficient leveraging of resources to the extent possible.
Chris Rowley moved to endorse the 2011 RO PPL.  Ms. Frederick seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Consumer Market Segment was not present for the vote.
Texas Data Transport Working Group (TDTWG) Vice Chair Endorsement

Johnny Robertson reviewed recent TDTWG activities and noted selection of a new TDTWG Vice Chair.
Ms. Frederick moved to endorse Isabelle Durham of CenterPoint Energy as TDTWG Vice Chair.  Ms. Scott seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Consumer Market Segment was not present for the vote.
Working Group and Task Force Updates (see Key Documents)
MarkeTrak Task Force
Jonathan Landry reviewed recent task force activities, highlighting the review and definition of the interim MarkeTrak process for missing Load Serving Entity (LSE) data, and discussion of market metrics resulting from ERCOT’s ongoing efforts to improve the MarkeTrak tool.  Mr. Landry encouraged Market Participants to attend the next MarkeTrak meeting scheduled for June 23, 2010 at ERCOT Austin.
Advanced Metering Implementation Team (AMIT) Update – Web Portal

Christine Wright provided an AMIT update and noted that Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT) Staff is proposing a report card to measure and provide insight to the Smart Meter deployment milestones.  Ms. Wright added that the report, to be presented regularly to the PUCT, is still in development and has not yet been approved; that consensus will be sought from the market regarding metrics, and will be modeled after the Nodal report card; and that Market Participants may assist in the effort by participating in development meetings.

Market Advanced Readings and Settlements Taskforce Update (MARS TF)  

Ms. Scott provided the last status report for the Interim Settlement Solution, the last task to be completed was the project that closed on May 21, 2010.   Ms. Scott provided the total number of ESI IDs settled by ERCOT using AMS LSE 15-minute interval data for Initial Settlement was 879,170.   Ms. Scott also provided congratulations to Oncor for their installation of 1,000,000 AMS meters, the 1-millionth smart meter was installed in Waco on June 2, 2010.     

Meter Tampering Task Force (MTTF)
Michael Matlock reviewed recent MTTF activities and reported good participation in the training session in Austin on June 7, 2010.  Mr. Matlock noted upcoming trainings scheduled for Houston and Dallas; adding that all training sessions are accessible via WebEx.  
Retail Metering  
This item was not taken up.
Service Level Agreement (SLA)/IT Incident Report

Trey Felton commented that May 2010 had been a difficult month wherein two of the four SLA targets were missed, and reviewed the 10 outages, noting that most incidents stemmed from release windows and have been addressed.  
Ms. Scott asked for information regarding Internet Explorer 8, and whether ERCOT is experiencing any issues with either sending or receiving documents.  Mr. Felton offered that many ERCOT systems are compatible with Internet Explorer 8; that issues might arise regarding Vista or Windows 7, though Windows 8 should be backwards-compatible; and that he would follow-up with Ms. Scott by the end of the day.

Texas Standard Electronic Transaction (TX SET)
Ms. Frederick reported that TX SET will discuss, via conference call, open questions regarding communication of a tampering flag; and whether to continue to require response transactions to be sent, since nothing is done with the transaction after it is sent.  Ms. Frederick joined Mr. Matlock in encouraging participation in the June 10, 2010 MTTF conference call, as Project 37291, Rulemaking Relating to Meter Tampering and Disconnection and Reconnection of Service for Customers with Advanced Meters, requires a transactional solution to switching.  Ms. Frederick noted that the next full TX SET meeting is scheduled for June 30, 2010.

ERCOT Updates (see Key Documents)
Flight 0610

Gene Cervenka presented details and flight manifest for Flight 0610.  Mr. Cervenka noted that Flight 0610 is scheduled to conclude on August 3, 2010, with contingency testing scheduled to conclude on August 24, 2010.
Retail Operations (RO) Financial Update

Ms. Day provided a 2010 RO projects financial overview.  
Q1 2010 Performance Measures 

Mike McCarty presented 2010 first quarter performance measures, and noted that the two reporting issues were related solely to the reporting of data, and did not impact transactions.  Mr. McCarty also reviewed the three processing issues.  
PUCT Update

Shawnee Claiborn-Pinto reported that Project 37864, Rulemaking Proceeding to Amend Rules Relating to Electric Submetering and Master-Metered Apartment Buildings, has been postponed pending completion of Project 37622, Rulemaking Proceeding to Amend Customer Protection Rules Relating to Designation of Critical Care Customers; the PUCT Staff is planning to have a proposal for adoption of Project 37622 and Project 36131, Rulemaking Relating to Disconnection of Electric Service and Deferred Payment Plans, at the July 30, 2010 Open Meeting; and that the June 28, 2010 stakeholder meeting has been rescheduled to July 19, 2010.
Ms. Claiborn-Pinto added that a joint hearing will be held on June 30, 2010 for Project 35792, Rulemaking Relating to the Goal for Renewable Energy, and Project 37623, Rulemaking Proceeding to Amend Energy Efficiency Rules.
Other Business

Retail Market: User Interaction and Data Delivery in Nodal

Mr. Patrick noted that a meeting regarding user interaction and data deliver in the Nodal market will be held after the July 14, 2010 RMS meeting.  Jackie Ashbaugh added that Market Participants have been asking how Nodal will affect the retail market and that the July 14, 2010 training session will be interactive and available via WebEx, and will cover items such as the Market Information System (MIS); data extract and report changes; and the use of retail data in the Settlement process.  Ms. Ashbaugh noted that efforts will be made to post a draft presentation to the website in order to generate questions, and encouraged Market Participants to have the appropriate personnel attend the meeting.
