	COPMGRR023, Creating Section 6, Commercial System Model, and Section 8.3, Settlement Detail

ERCOT Comments/COPMGRR

Discussion: Should the COPMG be separated out into a COPS Communication Guide (Section 5 and Appendix A - which would be a binding document) and a Reference Guide (which would be a non-binding document)? 

The COPS Communication Guide could contain communications processes that are not documented anywhere in the Protocols and would be ‘Binding’; and the Reference/User Guide could contain all other information that may re-state Protocol language or give a “dummies” explanation of Protocols and Market Processes from the COP Market Guide that would be ‘non-Binding’.

CCWG could undergo breaking out the non-binding portion into two separate User’s Guides: 1) Settlements Guide (may include SEWG Nodal Settlement) and 2) Commercial Operations Guide.
CCWG went through the COPMG Outline and assigned each section to either the COP Market Guide or the Settlement Guide.

COPMGRR023 goes to TAC on December 6, 2010.  TAC will determine, based on ERCOT Comments, if the revision request should be remanded back to COPS or go into the COPMG.

If asked by TAC, Debbie will request TAC to remand the COPMGRR back to COPS and COPS will remand back to CCWG. CCWG will then remove section 8.3 from COPMGRR023 and put it into the Settlements Guide. We would leave Section 6 in COPMGRR023 and ask ERCOT to review and provide comments by the January COPS meeting.  COPS could consider in the COPMGRR in January and if approved, TAC could consider COPMGRR023 in February.
Jim Lee will create a Draft Settlement Guide to post before COPS December 7th meeting.
Michelle will create comments and COPS slide deck presentation.
