PLWG Meeting
November 30, 2010

Status Update on Planning Charter NPRR, Planning Charter PGRR, SSWG PGRR, and DWG PGRR Planning Charter NPRR – PRS recommends approval on NPRR292. Next step is impact analysis, and then goes to TAC.  PGRR003 – was submitted.  DWG PGRR draft was submitted to Yvette, but needs to be put into the proper format.  Must spend quite a bit of time to make sure definitions are there and must be put in proper format.  Yvette will work with John Moore (DWG chair) and come up with a draft to present at the January meeting.  PGRR
Mike Juricek - Generator in cases are in both the SSWG Procedures (has the “or”/”and” statement.  See PGRR003), and Planning Charter.  There is disagreement on whether this is a substantive change or a clarification of the original intent. 
Minutes from last meeting were posted.

Future Meeting Dates – Future meeting dates, Jan 21, and in general, each month, two weeks after each scheduled RPG meeting.  Will verify official schedule and explode for comments.  Room reservations will be made by the Dec 13 meeting.

Presentation on SPWG modeling – Interaction between System Protection and System Planning.  (Please post this presentation)  Peter points out some complexities of the SPWG model and how there may be interactions with other WGs.  Perhaps Peter could identify the issues that cross into other WGs, and have a joint meeting.  This issue should be on the prioritization list.  Need to develop next steps.  Put on issues list.
SPWG PGRR – The SPWG Chairman, Sam Woolard, submitted a draft that needs to be placed into PG format.  Parts of the SPWG procedures are in the Operating Guide.  There is also a need to remain consistent with NERC.  Yvette started editing the document, but after discussion, it was decided to discuss off line.  SPWG is looking for clear guidance from PLWG.  Dan W. will take the lead on setting up “the guidelines” of what should be in the guides and what shall not be in the guides.  For instance, there will not be mention of SPWG, but there will be a mention of System Protection.  Also specific worksheets will not be described in details, but may be referenced. Peter Belkin suggested making a coordinated calendar that ties together the timing of all the deliverables since there are interdependencies (like TPIT will be done at a certain time).  Wayne proposes to set up a WebEx in January to work with SPWG in the development of the PGRR.
Reserve Margin PGRR – No comments were received on this, but Mike Juricek points out that the Reserve Margin was just changed. Should this be explicitly stated in the PG, or should it just be referenced generically with the real number on the website.  Set up as an administrative type NGRR for a special path.
ALDR/TPIT PGRR  – Fundamental disagreement of what should be in Guide.  Seems to be concern of getting approval for non-consequential changes.  John Moore suggests that anything binding should be in there, but if it’s not binding, then it shouldn’t be there.
Transmission Planning Base Case Building – SCR760 passed at PRS, next ERCOT will evaluate and then it will go to TAC (in December).  The test 2010 has about 1000 MW less load and generation then what is in the current SSWG 2010 case.  Analysis of the 2010 case will be shelved at this point so that work can begin on the 2011 case which will be done in PSSE V32.
