	Guidelines for Planning Working Guide – Dan Woodfin presented a draft guideline to suggest guidance on what types of items belong in the Planning Guide.  In general, there was agreement with his proposal, however, as Dan pointed out, it is meant to only be a guide and there will likely be good reasons for exceptions.

	PGRRs for Review:

· PGRR002, New Planning Guide Section, Definitions and Acronyms, and Section 8, Planning Reserve Margin – no comments received through ERCOT comment process, but ERCOT board revised the Minimum Planning Reserve Margin from 12.5% to 13.75%, therefore this value needs to be changed in the Planning Guide.  Yvette is developing an administrative change process that is the same process used for the Operating Guide administrative change process.  Operating Guide Sec 1.3.1 4(b) will essentially be copied over to Planning Guide 2.1.(4).  Any section that has an administrative update (say annual reserve margin number us updated), will need to be explicitly stated within the administrative change control process PG 2.1.(4).  PGRR002 will now be posted as PLWG review (meaning that PLWG has reviewed it and proposes it in its current form).  The next step is for ERCOT to perform an impact determination.  Afterwards, this PGRR will go to ROS for a vote.

	Development of Planning Guide:

· PGRR, New Section 6.4, TPIT Process and Data Requirements – This item was deferred until the Jan 7 PLWG WebEx meeting. 

· PGRR, New Section 6.3, Process for Developing Short Circuit Cases (Portion of SWPG Procedures) The PLWG completed the language for this PGRR.  It will be submitted in the form of a red-line compared to the current SPWG Procedures.  The PLWG will follow up with the clean version during the comment period.

· PGRR, New Section 5, Planning Criteria (Section 5 of the Nodal Operating Guides) – The PLWG completed the language for the body of this PGRR through section 7.  Sections 8 – 13 will be covered during the January 7 WebEx.  There are items that will be “forklifted” into the PGRR that are no longer valid, such as “interruptable load”, that will be revised and corrected during the comment period.

· Before this PGRR is submitted the PLWG will need to make a final determination between copying the NERC tables into the document as it’s done today, maintaining a link to the NERC site with the tables, or rewrite the tables with all the pertinent information and maintain it within the Planning Guide.
