Market Data Transparency Quick Reference Guide

1. Overview
This guide is intended to help Market Participants better understand ERCOT’s Market Data Transparency services provide an overview of how and when to use the appropriate data services. Each of the data requests are defined below with example questions and information on the   individual data services.  

1.1 Provide ESIID Account Records

This request is used to determine ownership of ESIIDs or UIDESIIDs as of a particular Point-In-Time (PIT). This web service could be used in the following scenarios: 

1) Verify ownership of a list of ESIIDs with ESIIDServiceHist output option – provides the user with all of the ESIIDServiceHist rows existing as of the PITS for the input list of ESIIDs; provides all data rows for continuous and non-continuous relationships (i.e. LSE owned an ESIID for 01/15/2005 – 10/10/2005 and 03/12/2006 to current)

2) Verify ownership of a list of ESIIDs for a specific trade date – provides the user with ESIIDs owned; used to verify a  Service Instance relationship exists in the Settlement & Billing system as a result of a transaction completing a Service Order or a change resulting from a Data Extract Variance (DEV) or Day to Day (D2D) issue

3) Verify ESIID added by 814_20 for aTDSP
4) Verify ESIID retired by 814_20 for aTDSP
1.2 Provide ESIIDs I own for a trade date
This request provides the user with a list of ESIIDs owned, on a particular trade date, as of a particular point-in-time (PITS).   This web service could be used in the following scenarios: 

1) Verify ownership of a list of ESIIDs for a specific trade date – provides the user with ESIIDs owned; used to verify a Service Instance relationship exists in theSettlements and Billing system they own as a result of a transaction completing a Service Order or a change resulting from a Data Extract Variance (DEV) or Day to Day (D2D) issue (The same request can be performed with ‘Verify ESIIDs I own’ service.)

2) Determine ESIIDs by specifying ESIID characteristics – provides the user with ESIIDs owned for specific trade date and ESIID characteristics provided

3) Determine ESIID characteristics for ESIIDs – provides user with ESIID characteristics for owned ESIIDs as of a specific trade date; used to verify an 814_20 ESIID Characteristic updates
4) Verify ESIID added by 814_20 by providing ESIID and effective date as Trade Date for a TDSP
5) Verify ESIID retired by 814_20 by providing ESIID and effective date as Trade Date for a TDSP
1.3 Provide Non-IDR transaction data for ESIIDs I own
This request verifies Non-IDR transaction data loaded for a set of ESIIDs and specific transactions owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS). This web service could be used to verify:
1) NIDR 867_03 data was loaded into ERCOT systems based on ESIID and transaction information such as Transaction ID, STARTTIME, STOPTIME and METERTYPE
1.4 Provide Non-IDR transaction data for a trade date
This request provides the user with Non-IDR transaction data for ESIIDs owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain meter type, and for a particular trade date (operation date.) This web service could be used in the following scenarios:
1)
Determine usage data loaded for a specific trade date for all or a subset of ESIIDs owned
1) Verify 867_03 Non-IDR transaction data loaded based for ESIIDs for a specific trade date
1.5 Provide ESIIDs where Non-IDR transaction data not loaded for a trade date

This request provides the user with a list of ESIIDs owned that do not have Non-IDR transaction data loaded as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain meter type, for a particular trade date (operation date.) This web service could be used in the following scenarios:
1) Determine transaction data not loaded for a specific trade date for all ESIIDs owned

2) Verify 867_03 transaction data was cancelled for ESIIDs for a specific trade date

1.6 Provide IDR usage data for a trade date (IDR required)
This request provides the user with IDR transaction data for ESIIDs owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain channel, for a particular trade date (operation date.) This web service could be used in the following scenarios:
1) Determine generation/usage data loaded for a specific trade date for all ESIIDs owned

2) Verify 867_03 IDR data loaded for ESIIDs based on a specific trade date

1.7 Provide ESIIDs where IDR usage data not loaded for a trade date (IDR required)
This request provides the user with a list of ESIIDs owned that do not have IDR usage data loaded as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain channel, for a particular trade date (operating day).  This web service could be in the following scenarios:
1) Determine usage data not loaded for a specific trade date for all ESIIDs owned

2) Verify 867_03 transaction data was cancelled for ESIIDs for a specific trade date

1.8 Provide Non-IDR transaction data by meter type for ESIIDs I own

This request provides the user with Non-IDR transaction data for a set of ESIIDs owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a selected meter type, for a range of trade dates.  This web service could be used in the following scenarios:
1) Determine transaction data loaded for specific trade date(s) for a provided list of ESIIDs 

2) Verify 867_03 transaction data loaded for ESIIDs for specific trade date(s)

1.9 Provide IDR usage data for ESIIDs I own (IDR required)
This request provides the user with IDR transaction data for a set of ESIIDs owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain channel, for a particular trade date (operation date.)   This web service could in the following scenarios:
1) Determine generation/usage data loaded for specific trade date(s) for provided list of ESIIDs

2) Verify 867_03 generation/usage data loaded for ESIIDs for specific trade date(s)
1.10 Provide all ESIID Service History and Usage extract records

This request provides Market Participants with the ability to audit their onsite ESIID Service History & Usage Extract database with ERCOT’s ESIID data. The information can be used to determine if your entity is missing any record sets.  Market Participants may elect to receive a record count, logical keys or a full ESIIDSERVICEHISTORY record set.
1.11 Provide extract records for Logical Keys for ESIID Service History and Usage extract
This request provides Market Participants with the ability to audit an onsite ESIID Service History & Usage database table with an ERCOT ESIID Service History & Usage Extracts database table.  This option is used after it has been determined that records are missing and logical keys are needed.
1.12 Provide AMS interval data for a trade date

This request provides the user with AMS interval data for ESIIDs owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain channel, for a particular trade date (operation date.) This web service could be used  in the following scenarios:
1) Determine generation/usage data loaded for a specific trade date for all ESIIDs owned

2) Verify generation/usage data loaded based for ESIIDs for a specific trade date

1.13 Provide ESIIDs where AMS interval data not loaded for a trade date
This request provides the user with a list of ESIIDs owned that do not have AMS interval data loaded as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain channel, for a particular trade date (operating day).  This service is used to determine where AMS data is not loaded for a specific trade date for all ESIIDs owned.
1.14 Provide AMS interval data for ESIIDs I own

This request provides the user with AMS interval data for a set of ESIIDs owned as of a particular point-in-time (PITS), for a certain channel, for a particular trade date (operation date) and can be used in the following scenarios:
1) Determine generation/usage data loaded for specific trade date(s) for provided list of ESIIDs owned

2) Verify generation/usage data loaded for ESIIDs for specific trade date(s)
