Emergency Interruptible Load Service (EILS) Resources were placed under contract for the February-May contract period with the expectation that they would perform and be available based on the existing Protocol language.  NPRR345 proposes to modify how availability factors are calculated for purposes of determining EILS payments for the current contract period, which began in February.  This is an inappropriate retroactive application of a Protocol change and should be rejected.  The market must be able to rely on the performance and payment standards that were in place when the current EILS contracts were executed until the contract period expires.  
TIEC is not opposed to revisiting the EILS performance and payment provisions, but any changes that are made to those sections should only apply to future contract periods.  Applying the changes proposed in NPRR345 to the current period will harm all Market Participants by facilitating market uncertainty and allowing inappropriate ex post facto revisions to performance and payment standards.
