a. One-time exemption incorporated into June-Sept. Tech Requirements
2. Electronic notification
a. Potentially included in NPRR relating to EEA dispatch
b. Change XML to ICCP for Load Resource dispatch?
c. Most likely ICCP
3. Compliance first measured at portfolio level
a. Tim has drafted language; to be considered at next Subgroup meeting
b. Needs dialogue with PUC Staff
4. Resolution of the availability problem after EILS exhaustion
a. NPRR 345 or “Overall Performance Factor” as proposed by ERCOT
b. Needs dialogue with PUC Staff
5. Price response to be included within EILS
a. Still under discussion within DSWG & subgroup
6. Offer modification
a. Not considered urgent

7. QSE ability to designate certain hours of scheduled unavailability to specific Time Periods
a. Urgency could be negated by Overall Performance Factor proposal
8. We have looked at changing Contract Period length
a. Still pending in Subgroup
9. Defining obligations as we move through different time periods
a. Clarifying language can be drafted for next Subgroup meeting
10. Weighting of certain intervals for compliance 
a. First 10 minutes needs to be more adequately measured
11. To be incorporated into Overall Performance Factor proposal, or in event performance equations
a. Needs dialogue with PUC Staff
12. Allowing ESIIDs in multiple aggregations
a. ERCOT resource issue; remains on list for long term consideration
13. Scheduling of EILS to other counterparties similar to LR
a. ERCOT resource issue; remains on list for long term consideration
b. Would require SCR
14. Move deployment up the dispatch stack
a. ERCOT has drafted NPRR; to be considered at next Subgroup meeting
15. Alternate pricing structures rather than administratively set by ERCOT
a. Questions about applicability re: Subst. R. 25.507
b. Further discussion at EILS Subgroup
16. More granular metering requirement for EILS
a. Needs consensus among EILS providers
17. Maximum deployment time for single event
